J.S. Bach, Sonata BWV 1030

The first movement is a Sonate auf Concertenart.

What material constitutes the ritornello? How would you segment it? How do you account for the first four measures?  What are the roles of the flute and harpsichord?

What marks solo episodes (consider both thematic material and texture)? Isn't that backwards?

What are the key areas of the ritornellos? How are they constructed? How does Bach make use of the large amount of material in the opening ritornello?

Canons play a large role in this piece. Where does Bach use them? Why? What is the relationship between his use of canon and the syntax and functions of ritornello units?

This movement has extraordinarily regular 2-bar phrasing. How does that interact with other aspects of the piece?

Telemann, Sonata

This is a work in the model of Corellian trio sonatas. What are the points of similarity, and how does this work depart from that model?
