Gombert, "In illo tempore"

Monteverdi, "Kyrie"

What does this piece borrow from Gombert's motet? How is the borrowed material distributed in the new piece? Trace some of the borrowed material and its use. How is it treated? What features mark this as a 17th-century composition?

Gabrieli, "Hodie completi sunt"

How does this piece divide its text? How large are the textual units? What kinds of musical ideas does the composer use? In what ways is this piece constructed like "In illo tempore?" What musical features mark it as a 17th-century work?
Schütz, "Die mit Tränen säen"

How has the composer divided the text? What features of the text has he focused on? How is this reflected musically? What does this piece owe to the 16th century? To the 17th?

Schütz, "Così morir debb'io"

In what ways is this work musically related to the others on the assignment?
